Guidelines

	Your Interactive Student Notebook will be your property, and will be your key to success in this class. It will contain your notes, handouts, and valuable information concerning class material. It will also contain your thoughts, your creativity, and your personality - take care of it! Your Interactive Student Notebook must come to class every day! This is essential!


	I. Your Interactive Student Notebook must contain the following aspects:
A TABLE OF CONTENTS (“Indice”) identifying NOTES and CLASSWORK ASSIGNMENTS contained in the notebook in chronological order and the page number in your notebook. Leave the first 5 pages of your notebook blank for this purpose.

	B. All pages, except the Indice, must be numbered.  You also have to include the date in Spanish on the right corner of each page, and you need to include an appropriate title (i.e. “Calentamiento, Notas, Asignaciones, or Tarea). Handouts must be taped to the notebook.

III. General Instructions
 

Although the notebooks emphasize creativity and originality, a few organizational practices should be followed. Therefore, students should:

· Record your notes and every assignment on “El índice” using the heading of the notes and the assignment number. 

· Each day of class you will record your Calentamiento, Asignación and Notas in a new page.
· Number every page except “El Índice”.
· Write the date in Spanish on every page.
 

IV. Evaluation 
Your notebook will be checked periodically. At times, I will spot check your notebook and give you instant feedback. Other times, I will grade your notebook on thoroughness, quality and accuracy of work, organization, and visual appeal according to the attached rubric. In addition, I will randomly select a number of assignments and check their completeness and accuracy.  Your grade for this part will be determined by the percentage of assignments you’ve completed.  
Cautions!!!
· Students should be current with their notebook entries at all times. I may spot check the notebooks without notice. Students will not receive credit for any entries not up to date.
· It is your responsibility to obtain class notes and assignments, and do the left and right side of your notebook when you are absent. This will be treated as part of your make up work for the missed class.
· All entries are to be numbered and dated. Each entry must be recorded in order regardless of absence or the days activity.

· A student may only copy another student’s right side to get missed class notes. Other portions of the notebook must be unique unless I specify otherwise. Notebook entries must reflect your personal learning experiences
