Learning outcome:

1. Student will be able to use appropriately vocabulary learned in class. 
2. Student will be able to write about his/her school, his/her classes, the students, and the food. They will use the verb “ser”, “tener”, “estar”, and regular –ar, -er- and –ir verbs. 

3. Students will be able to talk about their web site and school with appropriate pronunciation and fluency.
4. Students will be able to use a web 2.0 tool.
Task:

You and your partner are going to open a new school, and you need to create the website of the school in Spanish.  The website needs to reflect the culture of the school.  We can create the website using weebly, or you can use poster boards to design the site.  If you are going to use weebly, you will be given a username and password to work on your website.  
You will use vocabulary and grammar learned in the class.   You can use an English-Spanish dictionary if you want to use a new word.  REMEMBER THE USE OF ON-LINE TRANSLATOR IS NOT PROHIBITED!!!

 Requirements:

The website needs to have 4 pages.  Since you are working with a partner, each student will be responsible for 2 pages.  However, you both need to agree on what it´s the culture of your school, and what each page should look like.
· “Principal”.  You will include the name of the school, a brief description of the students of the school, and contact information (address, phone number, fax number, and email address).
· “Las clases”.  You will list at least 7 classes offered in your school.  You will choose 4 of them to describe then.  You need to include one illustration per class, and a brief description.  In the description you need to include (a) description of the class, (b) what students do in class, (c) name of the teacher, and (d) description of the teacher.

· “Los estudiantes”.  In this page, you will describe the students of the school.  Include their likes, and personality traits.  Also, you need to include what type of cloth students wear in your school.  You need to include an illustration of the student´s clothing.

· “La comida”.  In this page, you will describe what type of food students have for breakfast and lunch at school.  You need to include on illustration for breakfast and one illustration for lunch.

Oral presentation:
You will present the website to the class.  In the presentation you need to mention (a) name of the school, (b) two of the classes described, (c) description of the students and their clothing, and (d) what they eat either for breakfast or lunch.  In your presentation, you need to make sure your audience understands the culture of the school.

Important dates:

1. Draft:  You need to write a draft of the four pages of the website.  Your draft needs to be in pen or typed.  In your draft you will include a brief explanation in English about the culture of the school.  Also, you need to mention who is going to be responsible for each page.
DRAFT MUST BE SUBMITTED BY DECEMBER 7TH.  DRAFT WILL BE 30 POINTS.  

2. Design:  If you are working on weebly, you need to finish one of your pages by December 15.  It´s very important that you practice using weebly, so if you have any questions you can ask me by December 17th. 

3. Final website:  January 5th.  If you are creating your page using weebly, you will not be allowed to edit your website after January 5th.  If you are creating your page using poster boards, you need to turn in your website on January 5th.

4. Oral presentation:  January7th.  Each student will be responsible to present 2 pages of the website.  YOU WILL NOT BE ALLOWED TO READ. BE PREPARED!!!!!
