Yearly Requirements to Maintain Membership

Expectations of Inducted Members

Expectations of members are drawn from the constitution and bylaws of the national organizations:

· Complete successfully the Spanish course you are currently enrolled.  Keep in mind that to be a member in good standing, you must take a Spanish course each academic year. 

· Maintain a 3.0 cumulative average unweighted in Spanish

· Participate in the National Spanish Examination if eligible

· Participate in the Advance Placement Exam when registered in that course.

· Attend at the yearly induction ceremony and practice.

· Participate in society meetings and activities.  Members can only miss two meetings during the year. Also, members must complete 10 hours of service to the HHS yearly.  SENIORS NEW MEMBERS NEED TO COMPLETE 20 HOURS by the end of third quarter. 
· Payment of dues by the set deadline.

· Maintain of a behavioral record free form suspension, instances of academic dishonesty, and or a pattern of inappropriate behavior. 
Service Requirement

During the academic year, all members of the honor society must participate in one or more language-related service activities.  Service activities may include but are not limited to:

· Tutoring a lower-level language student during after of before school tutoring hours with one of the Spanish teachers. 

· Assisting the World Language Department with preparation for any extra curriculum activities. 

· Participating in community service activities planned by the SHH. 

· Members must meet attendance requirements and hour service requirements.
